10 transition tips for families

Meaning Research shows that those with a purpose and a sense of value and worth, enjoy
greater life satisfaction and may even live longer. How can autistic pupils, or those with
complex communication needs, use their creativity, passion and interests to make a
positive contribution and be part of something bigger than themselves?

In preparation for transition: Consider how your child feels a part of society, and
where they are able to contribute and feel valued. This may relate to their personal
strengths, and passions. It may include an end of year project at school, or something
in the community or online community during the holidays. Sometimes overtly
enjoying their passion with them can create some of this feeling.
