HOW DO YOU FIND A 
DEGREE APPRENTICESHIP? 
Degree apprenticeships are still relatively new and the number of vacancies is expected to increase each year. 
Top places to look include: 

Find an Apprenticeship 
gov.uk/apply-apprenticeship 
This is the government website where you can set up an 
account to search, apply and receive alerts for different 
apprenticeship vacancies.

How much do they cost? 
The apprentice will not be required to pay towards the cost 
of the training, this will be funded by the employer and/or 
government. The apprentice will earn a salary throughout 
their apprenticeship, which means they are being paid to 
learn and will not incur student fees. 

What happens if I don’t fnish the apprenticeship? 
Do I have to pay the fees back? 
No, the apprentice will never be expected to pay 
back the apprenticeship training costs 

Making Connections

training providers, local employers and apprentices to find out 
more about what is on offer and how their programmes work.

What are the general requirements for 
Higher and Degree Apprenticeships? 
> Have completed an advanced apprenticeship 
> Hold a level 3 NVQ/SVQ or qualification 
> Hold a BTEC National qualification 
> Achieved 2 passes at A-Level
