The admissions authority for the school 
is the Board of Directors of Emmaus Catholic Multi Academy Company who has responsibility for admissions to this 
school. The Board of Directors has delegated responsibility for the administration of the admissions process to the Local 
Governing Body

Catholic High School on the application form. Applications need to be made by 31st October 2023. A Supplementary 
Information Form (SIF) must also be completed and returned directly to the school by the same date (see Note 2). 
 
All applications which are submitted on time will be considered at the same time, after the closing date. 

Catholic families. Whenever there are more applications than places available, priority will be given to Catholic children 
in accordance with the oversubscription criteria listed below. The school is conducted by its Board of Directors as part 
of the Catholic Church in accordance with its Articles of Association and seeks at all times to be a witness to Our Lord 
Jesus Christ.

This does not affect the right of an applicant who 
is not Catholic to apply for and be admitted to a place at the school in accordance with the admission arrangements. 
 
The Board of Directors is the admissions authority and has responsibility for admissions to this school. The Board of 
Directors has set its admission number at 190 (PAN) pupils to be admitted into Year 7 in the school year which begins in 
September 2024. (See Note 1 below) 
 
Where there are more applications for places than the number of places available, places will be offered according to 
the following order of priority. If there is oversubscription within a category, the Board of Directors will give priority 
firstly to children who will have a brother or sister (see Note 4 below) attending Hagley Catholic High School at the time 
of admission and then secondly to children living closest to the school determined by the shortest distance (see Note 6 
below).

For all applicants the definition of a brother or sister is: 
¶ A brother or sister sharing the same parents 
¶ A half-brother or half-sister, where two children share one common parent

they are unrelated, but their parents are living as partners. 
¶ Adopted or fostered children 
The children must be living permanently in the same household

IN YEAR FAIR ACCESS PROTOCOL 
 
The Board of Directors of Hagley Catholic High School is committed to taking its fair share of children who are vulnerable 
and/or hard to place, as set out in locally agreed protocols. Accordingly, outside the normal admission round the Board 
of Directors is empowered to give absolute priority to a child where admission is requested under any locally agreed 
protocol. The Board of Directors has this power, even when admitting the child would mean exceeding the published 
admission number. 
 
APPLICATIONS OTHER THAN THE NORMAL INTAKE TO YEAR 7 (IN-YEAR ADMISSIONS) 
 
An application can be made for a place for a child at any time outside the normal admission round and the child will be 
admitted where there are places available. Further information regarding instructions on how to apply for a place in the

When there are more external applicants that satisfy any academic entry requirements priority will be given in 
accordance with the oversubscription criteria set out below. 
 
Where there is space in Year 13, i.e. where there are few than 100 pupils in the year group, the school will admit 
additional pupils up to this number using the oversubscription criteria set out below. 
 
Where there are more applications for places than the number of places available, places will be offered according to 
the following order of priority. If there is oversubscription within a category, the Board of Directors will give priority 
firstly to children who will have a brother or sister (see Note 4 above) attending Hagley Catholic High School at the time 
of admission and then secondly to children living closest to the school determined by the shortest distance (see Note 6 
above) 
 
Please note that Children with an Education, Health and Care (EHC) Plan that names the academy MUST be admitted. 
This will reduce the number of places available to applicants. This is not an oversubscription criterion.
