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Worcestershire County Council, as the Local Authority responsible for education provision, has a 
statutory responsibility to make sure that there are sufficient places for all of the children in 
Worcestershire who wish to attend a taxpayer funded school to do so. Taxpayer funded schools are 
those which are maintained by the Local Authority or receive funding direct from the Government, such 
as Academies and Free Schools. 

Worcestershire County Council is proposing to make a significant change to Rigby Hall Special School 
under The School Organisation (Prescribed Alterations to Maintained Schools) (England) regulations 
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for September 2023 (Reception – Year 14). This does not take into account housing growth, any 
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unlikely to generate any savings.
