Applications

Applications can now be submitted, up until Friday 29" November. All applications will be assessed
before any decisions are made; cost per place, total cost of the project and the local sufficiency
risk/issue will all be considered during the assessment process.

Early Years Capital Funding Application Form

As part of the application, the following information must be supplied:

X Minimum of 3 quotes for projects under £20,000 or 4 quotes for projects over £20,000
x Cash-Flow Forecast for the next 3 years (2024/25, 2025/26 and 2026/27)

All successful applications will be subject to a clawback agreement, the length of which will depend on
the total funding awarded.

Capital Funding for School Based Nurseries

On Thursday 17t October, the DfE announced that state-funded primary-phase schools will be able to
apply for up to £150,000 of capital funding to upgrade spare space to create or expand on-site early
years provision. The new or expanded provision can be school-run or delivered by early years settings
(PVI providers including childminders), offering places for any early years age-group in areas where
there is local demand. Guidance on the scheme is available here.

To apply for the funding, schools must have LA support. If you are intending to apply for the School-
Based Nurseries Capital Grant 2024 to 2025, please complete this Expression of Interest form to enable
the local authority to assess:

x If there is a sufficiency need for additional early years provision in your location
x If there are any accommodation or lease considerations

Applications from schools will be open from Thursday 17t October until Thursday 19" December.

Schools that are interested in opening provision in the future but are not intending to apply yet, may
register their interest with the DfE here.

Using legal action to address pupil absence: Guidance for schools

This training session is intended for Worcestershire school-based staff who may need to instigate a
request for legal proceedings as part of their school attendance escalation process. The training will
explore when a request for legal proceedings maybe appropriate and the requirements upon schools
in making such requests. The session will focus on unauthorised pupil absence (including unauthorised
leave in term time) and will provide delegates with the latest information and appropriate resources to
demonstrate what is required in order for the Local Authority to consider the issuing of a penalty
notice or undertake a prosecution.
