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OVERSUBSCRIPTION CRITERIA 

When there are more applications than places children will 
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ADMISSION OF CHILDREN OUTSIDE THE NORMAL AGE  GROUP 

Parents may seek a place for their child outside       of their normal age group, for example, if the 

child is gifted and talented or has experienced problems such as ill health, effectively in the 

year group below or above their chronological age group. In addition, the parents of a 

summer born child may choose not to send that child to school until the September following 

their fifth birthday and may request that they are admitted out of their normal age group - to 

Reception rather than Year 1. 

Hollymount School and the Black Pear Trust must make the decision based on the circumstances 

of each case and in the best interests of the child concerned. They will request the Head teacher 

to take account of the parent's views; information about the child's academic, social and 

emotional
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a) for applications made in the normal admissions round, appeals must be heard within 

40 school days of the deadline for lodging appeals (the deadline is set annually in co-

ordinated scheme); 

b) for late applications, appeals should be heard within 40 school days from the 
deadline for lodging appeals where possible, or within 30 school days of the 

appeal being lodged; 

c) for applications for in-year admissions, appeals must be heard within 30 school 
days of the                                         appeal being lodged. 

Any appeals submitted after the appropriate deadline must still be heard, in accordance 

with whatever  time scale is set out in the timetable published by the admission authority. 
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
